Our Ministry includes but is not limited to:

1. Worship –Attendance at existing worship services in a single’s home church or at Good Shepherd, and future singles-focus services to be identified, for instance Special liturgy for blessing of a new single status;  Tuesday night prayer-hug after groups; possible Singles Sunday focus with special fellowship hour after group or between services.
2. Facilitating/Education –  Monthly Speaker or other special event, weekly Success Teams with video/book/article/ workbook.  Other educational opportunities may be added, such as seminars, retreats.
3. Community Service – Volunteering for church and community- for instance - A Meal and More, Youth/Sunday School/Nursery group leaders, Highway Trash picker uppers, working on United Way, fund raising for worthy causes.
4. Fellowship – Donating & setting up refreshements for meetings, hosting sharing dinners, greeters at events
